 Started teaching under a tree on 3rd Feb 2012, handing out something to eat

 Got Registered with Delhi Govt. on 20th June 2012

 Rented a GDA Flat near by to provide shelter from Rain and Shine on 10th July 2012

 Current Strength 35 regular students aged 8 to 14 yrs, expected to increase till 50

 Have got Desks and Chairs for teachers. Students sit on bed sheets on floor

 Got two teachers on small allowance and two part time volunteers

 Started providing proper home cooked meal from a neighbour on  20th July 2012
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Total Collection – Rs 19,500
Total Expenses – Rs 27,234

Running Expenses – Rs 16,000 (60%)

Next Steps
 A Regular stream of funding from corporate, individuals and friends

 Provide wooden benches and tables for students to seat up to 50 students

 Provide sectioned steel plates and tumblers for meal for 50 students

 Provide water dispenser so that visitors, teachers, and students have filtered water

 Provide Computer Training (Basic) to eligible candidates through a training 
institute in Vasundhara, Ghaziabad (U.P)

 Provide Vocational training like embroidery, fabric painting etc. to ladies

 Provide Vocational training like plumbing, welding, electrician etc. useful in 
industry to older boys and gents. 

 Provide books according to their current skills based on CBSE curriculum

 Create alliance with lower Public schools  so that they can follow regular school

 Find sponsors for the meritorious students who will be transferred to public school

 We are talking to Polytechnic institute in Delhi to provide  industry based trainings

 We are also trying to loop in the neighbouring industrial sectors to get the skills 
required so that our trained people get jobs immediately

 Start a Gyan Udayalay in Delhi slums where the running cost will be higher
